
As it was being performed, I realized two things: (1) each
movement in this piece had its own distinctive musical style
and (2) there was great variety in the forms of presentation:
solos, small ensembles and chorus in many combinations. It
all felt so fresh.

I began to feel that, more than a single work, I had been
listening to a multi-faceted concert.

Certainly this was the most significant premiere the
Sacramento area has seen of a major work by a local
composer--in recent years, if not ever. 

Honestly, the walls and windows of the church shook
until this movement came to an abrupt end.

Of the 2016 premiere performance of Samantics’ In Paradisum,
Dick Frantzreb of The Sacramento Choral Calendar wrote:

For the Tenth Anniversary of In Paradisum, six new pieces have
been added to the score and the concert order rearranged to
provide an unforgettable experience.

like gargoyles accentuate the beauty of a medieval cathedral.
